Bankruptcy*
      In today's economy, many people are faced with financial difficulty. Unforeseen medical bills, layoffs, divorce and family issues, and now increased payments due to mortgage adjustments, are major contributors to a person finding oneself unable to pay their bills. Federal Law recognizes, as a public policy, that honest debtors often need a fresh start. Bankruptcy provides that fresh start.
      Under Federal Law, people are allowed to be relieved of their debt obligations under certain circumstances. Most people seek relief either under Chapter 7 of the Bankruptcy Code, which completely eliminates all a person's debts, or, under Chapter 13 of the Code, which requires you to pay back some or all of your debt, interest free, through a plan that can last up to five years. 
      Under recent bankruptcy law changes, people declaring bankruptcy must take a class on credit counseling prior to filing, and another on personal financial management prior to discharge. Westlake Legal Group has made arrangements for our clients to take these short classes online.

      As part of the fresh start afforded by bankruptcy, most people do not lose their personal property, their cars, or their home. Only about 1% of people filing lose any property. Except in extremely rare cases, bankruptcy does not affect a security clearance. Employers are not informed, and wages are not garnished.
